Official (sealed) or electronic transcripts are required from schools outside YCCD for all required prerequisites.

Applicant transcripts must also be on file and officially evaluated by the Yuba College Admissions & Records office prior to application submission. No in progress coursework accepted.  

August-September applications: Transcripts must be received by the 3rd Monday in August prior to applying.  

February applications: Transcripts must be received by 3rd Monday in January prior to applying.
